Please find attached a copy of our most recent Ofsted report following the inspection that took place 

earlier this term. 

 

It is extremely pleasing to read such positive comments about our school and I am delighted with the 

conclusions the inspectors came to after spending two days with us.  It is testament to the skills of 

the inspectors that they were able, in a relatively short period of time, to recognise the many things 

that we are so proud of here at Vyners and to sum up our school so succinctly.  This report represents 

the best possible outcome for the school. 

 

There are many comments that we are proud to read and could highlight, but I would particularly like 

to comment on what the inspectors said really stood out for them and that is the culture, ethos and 

positive attitudes within the school.
